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RECAP OF COMMUNITY COUNCIL
MEETING ON JULY 6:

Missoula County has recently finished
auditing the books for the SLCC. A
regular Treasurer’s Report will be

available for the next meeting on August 3.

The Council discussed how best to
disseminate information via the
Community Communications Program
that was started a little over a year ago.
The project includes the council website
and a bi-monthly newsletter. It was
decided to place printed copies of the bi-
monthly newsletter at the Chamber of
Commerce, Wold’s Valley Market, The Ice
Cream Place (summer), Post Office,
Rovero’s, in a 3 ring binder at the Library,
as well as in the permanent records of the
Council. The newsletter will be emailed
for free to all interested. Hard copy
distribution is available for a fee of $2 per
month to cover costs, paid in advance. If
you would like to receive this newsletter
by email or by mail, please contact Kris at
slcouncil@blackfoot.net. The newsletter
will be available the 2nd and 4th weeks of
the month and are posted on the website.
A sandwich sign will be constructed and
displayed at the Barn to let the community
members be more aware of where and
when the council meetings will take place.

Board Member, Addrein Marx
read an opinion letter written by her after
hearing negative comments directed at the
SLCC at a recent Planning Board hearing.
She stated, “What | am deeply concerned
about is the apparent need to undermine
the good intentions of a board that
commits much time and consideration for
a Community we all love. | can look at this
board and then look in the direction of
those in attendance, knowing we are of
same mind in the matter of trying to
protect our homes, families and futures.”
And concerning a comment made about
not representing Seeley Lake, “this Council
was accused of being appointed, and not
representing the Community. This is a
statement in complete disregard of the law
and due process. If positions are not
contested, those positions are earned by
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acclamation. Representation has occurred.
In legal process, the desire and intent of
the electors are represented when NOT
provided with an opponent during
election. Those not desiring this outcome
should come forward and enter the

election process....”

ARCHIBALD CROSSING
CONTRACT was discussed at
considerable length. Missoula County had,
just prior to the last Council meeting,
informed the SLCC that they could not
enter into a legal contract as the SLCC.
However, the County in a follow up
message have now informed the Council
that they may enter into an agreement for
the Archibald Crossing project. The trail
improvement project was delayed during
this last month because of this issue. It
was the Council’'s decision to move
forward with the project. The contract
details were discussed and final wording of
an agreement approved. Richards
Construction has been selected from 3
companies bidding to complete the work
and is donating 1/3 of the cost of the
project. It is expected to be completed by
the middle of August.

Acknowledged was the extension of
the Seeley Lake Community Foundation
deadline for annual grant applications to
July 15. A Board member suggested
applying for funds for the communications
project as the funding that the Council
currently has for this program is limited.
The Council will submit an application.

Discussion of trails projects lead to the
decision that trails are only part of a larger
recreation program that the Council

should be considering.  The Council
decided to change the “Trail Committee”
to the “Recreation Committee” as the
umbrella for the many future projects of
that nature. ATV trails were an example
brought up of a recreation that needs to
be planned for future growth. A 30 year
plan was brought up at the last Planning
Board meeting and SLCC felt it important
to be able to make their input known as a
part of that plan. The current Trails
Committee (now Recreation Committee)
will put together a timeline to present at
the August meeting.

The Council discussed the need to
move their permanent records to a more
long term storage place, as the Water
District Building is under construction and
is asking for the records be moved as
soon as possible. Anyone knowing of at
least a temporary location is advised to
call Addrein Marx at 677-2445.

Rural Initiatives asked the Council if
the community would be interested in

hearing about an affordable housing
assistance program from the North
Missoula Community Development

Corporation. They offer low cost housing
options which may be of interest to SL
residents. The time and place will be
announced.

A citizen requested the speed limit be
reexamined for Hwy. 83 due to a recent
death. The SLCC has previously requested
a study be done by Miss. Co., which has
not been started as yet. The Council
decided to write another letter to the MC
Commissioners strongly suggesting this

issue be put at the top of their agenda!
