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Planning Board Holds First Public Hearing on Plan

June 16th, the Seeley Lake
Regional Plan reached a new
level of public comment as
hearings were held by the
Missoula Consolidated Plan-
ning Board in the Missoula
City Council Chambers.
Endorsements for the Plan
came from Council mem-
bers, Greenough, Double
Arrow and Placid Lake with
many comments of support
for the Plan and the work
done by the Council. Local
residents and Council mem-
bers traveled to Missoula to
support the plan - stressing
the countless number of
Council meetings, commit-
tee meetings and written
comment that the Council
considered in formulating
the Plan. The strongest mes-
sage brought to the Planning
board from a council mem-
ber was the inclusion of the
"grandfathering/non-
conforming" language which
is considered the absolute

foundation of the Plan and
without it the Council and
the Community would not
endorse the Plan in any
form or part. Members of
the Council related also,
that the community's vision
of its future and its under-
lying value in natural re-
sources and beauty does
not stop future growth and
development or affordable
housing - itis all in the
Plan, just contingent on the
success an actual sewer
district operating in the
downtown area.

The Double Arrow
Landowners expressed con-
cern over the strength of the
grandfathering clause - of-
fering new and additional
wording to put more
strength in nonconforming

According
to Simms, countless at-
tempts to reach an agree-
ment with the Council had
failed.

After about three hours of
testimony the Planning Board
compiled a list of points to be
further explored and devel-
oped for future consideration.
