
 Rural Initiatives is still collecting

 The Council prepared a letter 

from the Council to Missoula County 
Consolidated Planning Board providing 

background information on the Land Use 
Plan for the Board to consider then 

reviewing the Plan.  The letter provided a 
history of the Plan development, 

discussed a number of the more complex 
issues that were addressed in the plan, 

and commented on the Public Hearing 
Draft of the Plan.   

 One last item of new business 
that was brought to the attention of the 

board by Hill was the litter along the 

Highway.  Hill contacted the Adopt a 
Highway program. From Clearwater  to 

Seeley Lake Hill has asked that those four 
places be adopted. He can be contacted 

to sign up for this program and be 
responsible for litter removal along a 

designated two mile segment of the 
highway. The state will provide vests, 

signs and garbage bags for you to 

complete this task. If you would like to

 The Seeley Lake Community 

Council met on May 5th at the Seeley 
Lake Community Hall. The meeting  

started with the approval of the April 

minutes. Treasurer’s Report was 

reviewed and approved.     

 Communications were reported 
by Pelletier. Council wrote a letter to 

Tim Love in support of the Auggie Creek 
Restoration Fuels project,  and a letter of 

support for the woody biomass feasibility 

project was also.  The Council received 
two letters from Richards and a 

resignation letter from Parke as Staff 
Secretary.  The Council took action to fill 

the Staff Secretary position. 

 Senior Center Board 
Representative Boyd Gossard addressed 

the Council to explain the situation that 
is at hand with the Senior Bus. It seems it 

is taking a lot of time and money to 
accommodate this asset of the 

community but it is not being utilized.  
The Senior Center has decided that at 

the end of 2009 they will no longer run 
the senior bus but they are looking for 

another organization to take it on.  The 

Senior Center is also willing to help in 

getting it up and running in the hands of 

the other organization. George Frasca 
noted that the bus is especially suited for 

Seeley Lake, being 4-wheel drive and 
being capable of carrying two wheel chair 

riders. 

 Council member Walt Hill 

reported that the Resort Committee met 
in April. The Resort Tax is proposed to 

be on the ballot in the November 

election. The Resort Tax Committee 

listening to the community and has 

responded by limiting luxuries to only 
alcohol and tobacco and defining that 

resort tax monies go only to water and 
sewer improvements. A public 

informational meeting will be held on 
May 20 at the Seeley Lake Community 

Hall at 7 pm.  They will also continue 
with there meetings every other Monday 

at the Seeley Lake Historical Barn at 9 

am, 

 Council member George Frasca 

reported the Trail Committee will begin 
their projects in about three weeks.  

Volunteers are needed for work on trails 
near the airport and on Boy Scout Road. 

At the request of the state Auditor's 
office, a proposed condemnation across 

private property for access for a trail 

near the airport was discussed.  The 
Council determined that they did not 

think that this access was necessary for 
public safety, and will notify the auditor's 

office of this determination.  
  The Trails committee is now taking bids 

on Boyscout Road. The county Public 
Works Department is assisting with this 

project.

 Missoula County Sheriff ’s Report  

 In areas where people have recreational property such as Seeley Lake and Condon, with spring there comes the 
onslaught of discovered burglaries.  People generally close up the cabin for the winter only to find in the spring that some 
miscreant has broken into the cabin and either taken some property, damaged the place or both.  These events are devastating 
for the property owner and are difficult investigations for the sheriff’s office.  Statistically speaking, burglary has the lowest 
percentage rate of clearance by arrest or exceptional means, the lowest of all property crimes.  Several reasons for this are the 
lack of witnesses and / or physical evidence.  In anticipation of these events this spring the sheriff’s office would like to offer the 
following advice for those who may find themselves victims of this crime: 

When opening up the cabin be observant.  If you believe that you have been a victim contact 911 immediately.  Do not 
check the property by opening doors etc… this lessens the potential for the sheriff’s office to recover valuable evidence.  Call 
911 and wait for a response. 

Many people want to make sure they have been victimized before they call 911 and mistakenly damage whatever evidence 
might be there.  If there is a broken window or the door is standing open there is a good chance that you are a victim.  We 
encourage you to wait until a deputy can get there before you enter.   

Have a good time frame of when you last knew the cabin was secure i.e. last time you checked it and everything was in 
order.  This will narrow the time frame for the investigators.   

It is very beneficial for the investigator to have a detailed list of stolen items and monetary values.  This list can be 
completed while the deputy investigates and should include: 

Complete and accurate descriptions of each item 
Make, Model, Size, Color, Serial Number, Owner Applied Numbers basically anything that could help identify the property 
as “YOURS” 
Photographs are great and owner’s manuals usually have a diagram or picture of the item and that can be helpful as well. 
Monetary value of each item missing 
Your insurance company information specifically how they can be contacted. 

The sheriff’s office certainly hopes that you will not need our services in this area this spring however, if you do, following these simple 
tips will increase the probabilities that your crime will be solved and your property recovered.  There are a number of things property 
owners can do to help protect their property over the winter months and we will cover that in an article this fall.
