
a response letter   on the various 

recom-mendations to the County 

Commissioners.  Also discussed 

was the request of some Double 

Arrow Ranch landowners to change 

the DARLOA area to “as platted”. 

This request was discussed by the 

Council  who agreed with the 

concerns of the landowners, but 

explained how the wording and 

intent of the current grandfathering 

language addressed  these 

concerns  as well as reasons why 

“as platted” was not considered  a 

workable designation. The LUP is 

currently waiting for action by the 

MCC which is not expected to  

happen until January 2010. 

Ms. Stepanie Strope, a 

student at the University of 

Montana discussed a project 

she is conducting entitled 

Community Council Needs 

Assessment for Missoula 

County.  She asked a few 

questions of the Council, and 

indicated that she will be 

sending out a survey in mid-

November to Council members 

on how Missoula County can 

help small Community Councils 

such as ours.  

The November meeting of the 

SL Community Council was well 

attended and the spir it of 

cooperation and acceptance was 

evident. With three  presenters and 

4 items of particular local interest 

on the agenda, the meeting got 

underway quickly at 6 pm.  

Mr. Glen Cameron gave a 

report on the recently completed  

MT DOT speed study for Hwy. 83   

from Clearwater Junction to Mile 

Marker 18 north of Seeley Lake.  

Speeds of motorists between MM 

4.5 and the town of Seeley Lake 

were found to be generally less 

than the posted 70mph speed limit.  

Speeds of motorists north of Seeley 

Lake to MM 18 were close to the 

posted speed limit.  The study 

recommended reducing the speed 

limit from MM 4.5 to the south end 

of the town of Seeley Lake to 

60mph.  Comments and questions 

were made, some concerning the 

speed limit north of Seeley Lake  

and referencing accidents that have 

occurred. The Council voted to 

send a letter to the Commissioners 

asking that the speed limit between 

MM 4.5 and the south end of the 

town of Seeley Lake be reduced to 

60mph, that the speed limit north of 

the town of Seeley Lake to MM18 be 

similarly reduced, and that a speed 

study be conducted from Seeley Lake 

north to the summit.
