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The Missoula Consolidated
Planning Board passed a motion
at its Oct. 20, 2009 meeting rec-
ommending that the Seeley Lake
Regional Plan, with a limited num-
ber of changes by the Planning
Board, be adopted by the Mis-
soula Board of County Commis-
sioners. The motion passed by a 7
to 2 vote.

The Planning Board reversed
its motion from Sept. 29 that rec-
ommended a modified version of
the plan, and instead supported
the original draft under review.
