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Missoula County
Dust Abatement
Program

Tim Elsea, of Missoula Co. pre-
sented the Council with an update
on the dust abatement program
and what we as rural county resi-
dents can expect. As of this
spring, the MCC have budgeted
$220,000 for application of mag-
nesium chloride to roads in the
county. About 33% of County
roads are slated to receive dust
abatement. The work will be con-
tracted and is slated to take place
the first 2 weeks of June.“Itis a
huge undertaking, but these guys
have it down to a science”, stated
Elsea”.

Residents living on County
maintained roads not slated for
dust abatement may sign up to
have their roads treated at the
same time as those being treated
by the County by paying for the
treatment. If you are interested in
signing up for this treatment you
may call Amy Rose at 258-4753 or
download the form from the MCC
website. The deadline for sign up
is March 15th and deadline for
payment is May 15th. Estimated
billing costs are $.65 per lineal

foot. You will not be placed on the
schedule before full payment is
received.
