SHERIFF’S  

REPORT 
 

On December 
14th, 2009 Deputy 
Bob Parcell was dispatched to a resi-
dential burglary on Placid Lake and 
opened an investigation.  Acting on 
investigative leads Deputy Parcell de-
veloped suspect information which led 
to the arrest of two individuals who 
were charged with the crime.  Deputy 
Parcell took this case from the report 
of the crime and followed through 
with search warrants, suspect inter-
views, probable cause arrests and re-
covery of the stolen property.   

On December 18th, 2009 Deputy 
Heath Hanson responded to a burglary 
at the Bison and Bear Mercantile and a 
criminal mischief complaint at the Lit-
tle Bird School House.  Several aspen 
trees had been cut down on the prop-
erty.  During the investigation of the 
burglary at the Bison and Bear a chain 
saw was located which appears to 
have been used to cut down the trees 
at the business.  Deputy Hanson be-
lieves that the chain saw had been 
taken from some other location.  If you

The new year was ushered 

in at the Community Council 

meeting with a topic of great 

interest to Seeley Lake residents; 

Air Quality . The monitor at the 

Seeley Lake Elementary, has 

been in operation since 

November 15 and according to 

Missoula County, the air quality 

levels for particulate matter 2.5 

(PM2.5) have been over the 

national standards for 19 days in 

the first 6 weeks. 

Present at the 

meeting were 

three repre-

sentatives from 

Mi ssoula  Ci ty /

County Health Dept. to give an 

educational presentation and 

answer questions on the data 

collected. The current monitor 

was installed at the request of 

the Council to gather data and 

assist residents to make 

necessary preparations for the 

community. Guest speaker, Ben  

Schmidt explained that the 

County will gather readings for 

3 consecutive years for the Air 

Quality determination, however, 

because of the type of the 

current monitor, this year will 

not be counted as one of those 3. 

The County will need to install 

an equivalence method real time  

monitor in the future for EPA 

collection standards to be met.  

Realizing the implications, the 

Council plans to hold public 

meetings to offer assistance to 

the residents of Seeley Lake. 

The Good Neighbor 

Recognition committee was 

disbanded and the local group 

will continue planning as a 

separate entity. The date for the 

event is March 20 and all 

community residents are 

encouraged to attend. 

The Missoula County 

Commissioners will be in Seeley 

Lake for a hearing on the Land 

Use Plan on February 4. An 

extension is scheduled for 

February 8th if necessary. The 

Council agreed to send a letter 
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Christmas night in the Seeley Swan Valley.

Various 

suggestions for new trails for 

each of these categorizes were 

suggested.  Additional meetings 

will be held to obtain additional 

suggestions for trails in other 

parts of the Valley and to provide 

community input for an overall 

plan for a trail system. A meeting 

date will be set and public notifi-

cation posted for a February 

meeting.  

Relative to correspondence 

received, the DNRC made public 

a notice for a proposed trail 

through DNRC lands in section 

36 by the High School. Com-

ments are due by Jan. 22 to Liz 

Mullins @ DNRC.
