Although the question sounds
simple enough we see a variety of
responses by motorists of all ages,
from suddenly stopping in a lane of
traffic, to pulling to the left side of a
road way to stop. The answer is to
pull to the right shoulder of the
roadway and stopSect.

vehicles. (1) Upon the immediate
approach of an authorized
emergency vehicle making use of
audible and visual signals meeting the
requirements of 61-9-402 or of a
police vehicle properly and lawfully
making use of an audible signal only,
the operator of every other vehicle
shall yield the right-of-way and shall
immediately drive to a position
parallel to, and as close as possible

to, the right-hand edge or curb of the
roadway clear of any intersection and
shall stop and remain in that position
until the authorized emergency
vehicle or police vehicle has passed,
except when otherwise directed by a
police officer or highway patrol
officer.

Getting motorists to willingly pull
to the right and yield to law enforce-
ment in these situations makes our
responses quicker and safer for all.

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Pratt and Addrien Marx in the Mis-
soula Offices of MAEDC on Monday,
March 8th. Discussion centered
around the Nordic Ski Project, which
will ultimately enhance economic
opportunities and broader recrea-
tional events and destination iden-
tity.

of grandfathering and stated that if the land
use plan moved forward and was implemented
through zoning, that all existing lots would be
allowed to build or rebuild a house without
need for a variance, and all existing uses of
lots would be allowed to continue.

Resource protection designations were dis-
cussed. Plum Creek Timber Company re-
guested that the existing draft be changed to
make the RP1 category a 1:160 density, with
the densities in the other RP categories dou-
bled, with an expanded area of RP 4 around
Placid Lake. Others suggested that the RP 1
and 2 categories should be changed to a zero
density, while others commented that they did-
nét | i ke the changes
Transfer of development rights was discussed.
The advantages of this tool in providing for
conservation benefits while protecting property
rights were noted, but the difficulties in use of
this plan in the Seeley Lake Regional Land
Use Plan area were also identified. Advan-
tages of clustering were discussed, and the
distinction made between clustering and use
of cluster bonuses.

The Commissioners review of the Plan will
continue with the next meeting scheduled for
Wednesday, March 31, 2010 in Room 201 of
the Court House from 4-7 PM. Topics sched-
uled for discussions include:
